INTRODUCTORY STATEMENT

ON OCTOBER 3, 1045 the Department of State initiated consultation
among the American repubilics with respect to the Argeatine situation,
All of the othor American republics sgreed to participate in this
consultation.

During the intervening period, this Gevarnment hos made a caroful
study and evaluation of all the information in its possession with regard
to Argentinn.  An enormous voluma of documents of the defented
enemy, in many cazea found only with much difficulty and after
prolonged search, have now been studied and verifed, Gertman and
Italian officials charped with responsibility for activities in and with
Argentina have been interrogated. Although this work of investiga-
tion continues, the Governmont of the United States at present has
information which cstablishes that;

1. Members of the military government collabornted with enemy
agenta for important espionage and other purposca damaging to the
war effort of the United Nations,

2, Nazi leaders, groups and organizations lhave combined with
Argenting totalitarian groups to creats a Nazi-Fasecist stats,

3. Members of the military regime who have controlled the govern-
ment ginea June, 1943 conspired with the enemy to underming govorn-
ments in neighboring countries in order to destroy their collabarntion
with the Allies and in an effort to align them in o pro-Axis bloa.

4. Successive Argentine governments protected the enemy in
eCOnomic matiers in ondor Lo preserve Axis induostrial and commercial
power in Arpentina,

§. Successive Argentine governments conspired with the coemy
to obtain arms from Germany.

This information warrants the following eonclusions:

1. The Castillo Government and still more the present military
regime pursued a poliey of positive aid to the enemy.
