The purpose of this submission is to revise table 60-3
to meet current requirements. Proposal consolidates
present rules 22 and 23 into a single rule and reduces
retention period as indicated. Revised rule 22 provides
updated description of documents used to manage the con-
solidated operational support airlift mission and
synchronizes disposition with passenger manifest docu-
mentation covered in table 76-1, Air Transportation
Records. Letters, messages, or mission folders reflect-
ing requested, supported, and nonsupported airlift
requirements are used to manage and record the daily
response to the Air Force operational support airlift
mission. Information extracted from subject records,
i.e., number of requests processed, passengers supported,
and hours flown, is entered into a computer data base

by the Military Airlift Command which is the single
manager for airlift support. Computer data base is
retained for one year and then disposed of under AFM
12-50, table 178-1, rule 2.
