The purpose of this submission is to revise disposal
authorities for theater clearances and Logistics Airlift
(LOGAIR) travel authorizations, and to establish disposal
authority for Greek customs records.

The reference to Table 10-3, Rule 1 in our standard on
theater clearances authorizes retention as background
material to special orders. The reduced retention period
for LOGAIR travel authorizations reflects their current
administrative value.

Greek customs records show the personal property of Air
Force personnel which is brought into, or acquired in
Greece. They are created for the purposes of Greek
customs law. Our proposed disposal standard is based on
a one-year statute of limitations for petty offenses
chiefly involved in violations.

GAOQ's concurrence on these actions is enclosed.
