Summary history of U.S. money from 1931-37,
various circulation statements of U.S. money
showing the amount and kinds of money in
circulation during this period are included in
these records. Many types of certificates, notes,
currency, old issues of currency and files on the
Currency Designs Committee from 1925 are also
included.

Correspondence on the amount of each class of old
series currency now outstanding (1961-66) which has
been declared irretrievably lost or destroyed and
will never be presented for redemption. Records
on confidential instructions provided in 1920

with respect to exchanges, replacement, shipment
of 0ld size currency, and redemption of U.S. paper
currency at the Treasurer's reserve stock at
Federal Reserve Banks.

Files on the balances at Treasury by denominations
from 1927-51 for U.S. notes, gold and silver
certificates on currency in reserve, in addition
to the origin of the dollar and the value of
currency are included.
